The Deborah Tims Ellis Endowed Scholarship

The Department of English invites applications from undergraduate English Majors for the Deborah Tims Ellis Endowed Scholarship, an award offered each year to outstanding undergraduate students majoring in English with an emphasis in either British Literature or American Literature. Preference will be given to a female student who is an Oregon resident. All UO English majors are welcome to apply for support and to participate in the Galway summer program. 

In 2026, English majors can receive scholarship support of up to $4000 to support their participation on the Galway study abroad program in the summer of 2026.

Selection for scholarships will be based on a combination of academic merit, financial need, and a brief essay describing how the study-abroad program fits into undergraduate study plans and/or broader academic, cultural, or career interests. 

We anticipate being able to award multiple scholarships. Thus, ALL English majors interested in studying and living in Ireland this summer as part of the Galway program are strongly encouraged to apply. You do not have to apply based on need.
If a student is awarded a scholarship and ultimately does not participate on the Galway summer program in 2026, the scholarship will be rescinded. Students must be enrolled full-time at the University in the term of travel or in the term preceding and following travel.

A completed application form. On Part I of the application, please be sure to note whether or not you want to be considered on the basis of financial need.   Please note that you CAN be considered for the scholarship without claiming financial need but applicants’ financial need may affect how scholarship funds are allocated.

For those claiming financial need, please explain and attach any documentation you would like to include. Supporting documentation is NOT required.  
3. 
A current unofficial transcript or degree audit. 

Although eligibility for the scholarship is restricted to current UO English majors participating in the Galway program in the summer of 2026, all UO students are welcome to participate in the Galway program. Other scholarships and UO financial aid can also help support participation.
